Now we'd like to talk about the rules of
this Sub system:

1. You fill out a subscription update
form every month. The deadline to turn
in your form is printed on the front of the
form. Youmustalso comein at least once
a month to pay for and clear out your
books.

It might behoove you to add
upyourchoices,and make certainyoucan
afford them in your budget. By signing
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anddeliveringtousthesubscription form,
you agree to pay for and pick up all books
ordered. By signing the deposit form and
paying us the deposit, you agree to allow
us to use the deposit to cover the price of
any books youdonotpick up!
